PREPARE BEFORE HURRICANE SEASON
The Atlantic and central Pacific hurricane season officially runs June
I through November 30. The best time to prepare is before the sea-
son begins. It is better to shop now for disaster supplies while the
shelves are fully stocked. Check the status of your insurance. Flood
insurance requires a 30-day waiting period.

Prepare an evacuation plan - Should the need to evacuate arise,
begin planning where you would go and how you would
get there.

Assemble disaster supplies — Have enough non-perishable food,
water and medicine to last each family member a minimum
of 3 days. Store more water if possible.

Get an insurance checkup & document your possessions — Con-
tact your insurance company to check the status of your
coverage to ensure you have enough insurance to repair or
replace your home and/or belongings.

Create a communication plan — Write down your hurricane plan
and share it with your family. Include a list of emergency
contacts, make sure to include utilities and other services.

Strengthen your home — Install shutters, seal outside wall open-
ings, trim trees, purchase proper plywood, etc.
